¶         CCAôs Economic Development Committee has reviewed numerous proposals for 

property improvements and made appropriate recommendations to the applicants or the 

Board of Municipal & Zoning Appeals, as necessary.  This work ensures that the historic 

character of our community is maintained. 

¶         The Economic Development Committee has also developed guidelines ands reviewed 

applications for restaurants & taverns seeking live entertainment permits, attempting to 

balance the needs of these local businesses and nearby residents. 

¶         We have coordinated efforts with residents and businesses in evaluating the impact of 

the proposed Red Line on our community and made our views known to elected officials. 

¶         We have researched and initiated the work necessary to implement angled parking in 

Canton where appropriate. 

¶         We have continued to renovate and maintain OôDonnell Square.  As the central 

meeting place for residents and visitors, having a vibrant, well-maintained park is critical 

to the social and commercial fabric of our community. 

¶         We have developed renovation plans for the Canton Dog Park.  This dog park is eight 

years old and was the first and one of only 2 dog parks in the city. It continues to be a 

major consideration for many residents when deciding on where to live in the city. 

¶         We held the 1
st
 Annual Canton Wine and Jazz Festival to bring the residents and
